Selected research surveys may 
be posted to the ISACA web site. 
 
An ISACA Academic Advocate is responsible to coordinate various ISACA activities on-campus off-campus, to raise student awareness of

The ISACA Model Curriculum for Information Security Management provides academic institutions with a basic framework of the education 
required to develop the skills needed to make students employable in the profession. The goal of the model curriculum is to strive toward 
meeting the demand for educating future professionals in these important fields.
